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Baby Dedication

It is not a baptismal service. Baptism is for a person who is old enough to make
a profession of conversion; thus, we do not baptize infants in water. We
practice water baptism by immersion, which occurs after personal confession
of faith in Christ.

It is also not a Christening service. We do not believe that when water is
applied to an infant in a Christening service that in some mystical way a child
becomes a Christian. Neither is dedication a blessing of infants service. The
dedication service does not in any way assure the child of an entrance in
heaven.

It is a public commitment where parents dedicate themselves and their child
to God’s will and direction for His glory. It is an act of the parents whereby
they present their child back to God, realizing that God can take better care
of, provide for, and protect their child than they can.

It is here that parents dedicate themselves to raise their child in the knowledge
of God, teaching them the things of God to the best of their ability.

It is also a presentation of a child in thanksgiving to God for His gift of this new
life. “Children are a reward from the Lord.” Psalm 127:3

It involves the prayer and commitment of the Christian community to
encourage and bless both the parents and child - to come alongside the
parents to be a help and strength in the task that God has given them.
